Event Center: Parád Primary School, 123 Kossuth Lajos street, Parád 

Registration:
on 25.10.2002 (Friday) from 4pm in the event center

on 26.10.2002 (Saturday) from 8am till 10am at the finish area

Finish area: at the Som-hill tourist house. See attached map. Distance from the Event Center is about 11 km.

Parking: nearby the finish area at the side of the road.

Accommodation: in the gym halls of the Primary Schools in Parád and Recsk with own gears.

Map: IOF norm new map, corrected in 2002 with scale 1:15000 and equidistance 5m. In senior (40 and above) and children classes, and on the short- and middle-distance events the scale will be 1:10000/5m. Size of the map is A5 on the 1st day, and A4 on the 2nd day. Maps should be returned until the 180th minute of the second day event.

The courses of the 1st day events are printed with digital technology. The drawback of this is that the ink can disperse in wet conditions therefore the maps of the 1st day will be put into plastic bag. 

On the 2nd day plastic bags are also provided at the start. Additional control descriptions are also available at the starts.

Terrain: on both days middle height mountains with steep slopes, mainly clear forests, plenty of paths, re-entrants, stony areas. See last year's maps (Oroszlán-vár, Ördög gátak, Pisztrángos-tó)

SPORTident: the event will be organized with SPORTident system. In case error occurs with the SI boxes at the controls, traditional punching should be done on the map and shown at the finish.

Important information for the short- and middle-distance competitions (1st day)!

In order to be able to organize both the short- and the middle-distance competitions on the same day with ~1000 competitors starting, the following arrangements are done:

Competitors will start every minute in each class but in the MD competition so called "looped" courses will be applied.

It means that, in a given class racers starting in odd minutes will start one loop of the course while racers stating in even minutes will start the other loop of the course (see attached figure) and then the other way round.
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Therefore there is a control point that racers have to touch and check three times. The size of the loops may differ from 3 to 5 control points.

In order that the SI system to be able to handle this, a separate corridor will be introduced for racers starting in odd and separate corridor for racers starting in even minutes at the start! This way everyone will take the right map at the start. If you happen to take the wrong map (wrong corridor), then SI system will show errors at the finish so then you are disqualified.
